Her
conscience demanded that it
should be returned but that
was impossible, so instead she
came up with the idea to pay it
forward by making a donation
to a worthy charity with the
refunded ticket money. Stella
decided her $1500 donation
would go to Save the Children
Fund and she made that
contribution recently.

What started out as a very
sad story for Stella has turned
into a happy story for the Save
the Children Fund! Well done
everyone!

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Tairua’s lifeguards kick off the

summer season

The sight of red and yellow
flags, along with an excited
bunch of young new recruits
hitting the water, signalled
the start of the new season
at Tairua Surf Lifesaving
Club at the weekend.

In addition to the first
volunteer lifeguard patrols
of the summer, Saturday
Morning Rippers kicked off
on December 5th with around
20 children turning up for
an action-packed morning
that included beach games,
swimming skills, paddle-
boarding and even a ride in
the inflatable rescue boat.

“We couldn’t have asked
for a better first day. It was
flat and calm so we could get
all the kids in the water. Even
those who haven’t had much
experience in the surf were
able to get out there and give
it a go which was great to
see,” said the club’s junior surf
coordinator, Louise Schofield.

Aimed at primary aged
students, the Saturday
Morning Rippers runs weekly
until the end of March with a
focus on water safety, surf skills
and confidence building. It is

also a pathway into the club for
new members, many of whom
go on to train as lifeguards.

“The vast majority of the
Tairua lifeguards who now
instruct these kids have come
up through the junior surf
programme themselves. This
year many of them will have
paid summer jobs within
the club so they are earning
while doing something
they absolutely love.”

Saturday Morning
Rippers is one of two junior
programmes Tairua Surf
Life Saving Club delivers.

“We also have our three-
week Summer Junior Surf
Programme coming up,
starting on 28 December.
This runs every weekday
morning. Last year we had
more than 100 kids taking part
aged between 6 and 13 and
we’re on track for something
similar this year. Anyone can
get involved, you do need to
have some swimming ability
but all the details are on
our website along with the
registration form,” says Louise.
