	 A few Saturdays ago, the 
residents of Pumpkin Hill and 
Te Karo found themselves 
in the path of a scrub fire 
that had broken out and 
was being fanned by high 
winds. The alarms and sirens 
rang out across the town as 
our Fire Brigade raced up to 
try to contain it. They were 
joined across the afternoon 
by fire crews from around 
the Peninsula and three 
helicopters. Evacuations were 
conducted for those in the 
predicted path of the flames. 
The air was filled with smoke!
	 Thankfully this story had 
a relatively happy ending as 
the fire was contained over 
the course of the afternoon 
by the hard work and skill of 
the ground and the aerial fire 
crews. The fire came within 
metres of a new dwelling being 
constructed down Sailor ’s 
Grave Road, lapped the front 
deck of a house on Pumpkin 
Hill, as well as melting the 
plastic gutters of another!
	 One Pumpkin Hill resident

described the work of the 
fire crews as “outstanding”. 
The ground crews were on 
the spot to dampen down as 
the fire approached and the 
helicopters worked non-stop 
filling and dropping bucket-
loads of water to extinguish the 
blaze, all to great effect. She 
said, “It makes you so thankful 
for those in the community 
who have trained so hard to 
protect us!”
	 Disaster averted! The lesson 
we can take from it is to heed 
the fire warnings over the 
summer as things continue to 
dry out. Take extra care with 
anything that could ignite the 
surrounds! Be prepared to 
react quickly to any emergency. 
Have your evacuation plan 
worked out and your kit ready 
to go!

Give generously to both as 
these organisations are at 
the forefront of our safety 
over summer. Collectors 
carry official identification!

Don’t forget that this is the 
time of the year when vari-
ous bans come into effect. 
The consumption of alcohol 
on beaches and public re-
serves is off the menu. The 
summer outdoor fire ban 
is in place and as we have 
seen is totally warranted in 
the dry conditions. In the 
interests of neighbourhood 
peace the noise ban after 
10pm is in effect. If you 
have your dog out for a 
walk, it must be on a leash 
between certain hours and 
in certain places. Make sure 
you keep up with these re-
strictions as control officers 
are on duty and will follow up 
complaints from the public.
Tairua’s Ocean Beach can 
look safe and inviting but this 
can be very deceiving. For a 
safe summer swim, stay be-
tween the flags which mark 
the patrolled areas. Pauanui 
Beach is also patrolled dur-
ing the summer. Follow all 
directions and advice from 
the surf life saving squads. 
They are trained to read 
the conditions and keep 
us safe. Visiting boaties: 
Tairua Bar can look pretty 
unassuming so make sure 
you check the conditions 
carefully, wear your life jack-
ets, take the time to look at 
the online video of cross-
ing the Tairua Bar, register 
your trip with local Coast-
guard, and enjoy our mari-
time environment safely!
Tairua St John is selling 
summer raffle tickets around 
town - their major fundraising 
venture where money raised 
stays with the local station.
