WRC Chair: concerns about
proposed government reforms

Central government is
proposing the replacement
of regional councillors with a
‘board of mayors’ responsible
for regional level decision-
making. The Government is
currently working out which
regional council functions
the proposed board could
oversee.

Waikato Regional Council
(WRC) says the region’s ability
to manage growth, climate
risk and infrastructure relies
on strong regional leadership
supported by a clear and
accountable local democratic
voice.

WRC’s chairman, Tairua
local Warren Maher
emphasised that any such
changes must strengthen, not
sideline, regional leadership
and representation, and take a
whole-of-system, catchment-
based approach to planning,

investment and advocacy.

At a recent Strategy and
Policy Committee meeting,
WRC councillors expressed
concerns that reforms
which centralise decision-
making or fragment regional
responsibilities could weaken
the ability to manage complex
systems, such as the Waikato
region’s large catchment, and
reduce accountability to the
communities most affected.

Despite these concerns,
Waikato Regional Council
is committed to working
with central government,
local authorities, iwi and
communities as the reform
process develops, and
contributing regionally-
informed perspectives that
reflect the interconnected
nature of the Waikato region’s
catchments, infrastructure
and communities.
