	 Waikato Regional Council 
(WRC) has been considering 
these issues for some time, 
and has already indicated 
that regional functions need 
to remain a focus in any such 
emerging authority structure. 
WRC’s reform preference is a 
single unitary authority and 
has already been working 
with the Waikato Mayoral 
Forum to explore and develop 
that option.
	 WRC sees local voice an 
important input to help shape 

reform across the Waikato 
re g i o n .  W RC  C h a i r m a n , 
Warren Maher said WRC 
recognised the importance 
of its relationships with iwi 
and reform options would be 
discussed with them. He also 
urged regional ratepayers 
to contact their constituent 
councillors to share their 
ideas on what the future 
of local government in the 
Waikato could look like.
 	 At district level, Thames 
Coromandel District Council’s 
(TCDC) Mayor Peter Revell 
says while Council supports 
the moves toward cost savings 
and eff ic iencies  in  local 
government, and is willing 
to meet the Government’s 
deadline, Council will ensure 
there is adequate opportunity 

for all voices to contribute to 
any reform proposal that 
emerges. Despite the time 
pressure, community boards 
and community organisations 
( res idents  and bus iness 
associations particularly) will 
have an opportunity to assist 
the Council in formulating its 
response.
	 It is heartening to see, 
at both regional and local 
g o v e r n a n c e  l e v e l s ,  t h e 
respective Councils keen to 
get constituent views as they 
formulate ways forward. Take 
the opportunity to make sure 
your voice is heard.
