	 The summer season across 
the country has been marred 
by water-related deaths. 
People have drowned in 
rivers, lakes, and the sea; 
many, in places they have 
usually regarded as safe. 
	 Close to home, we recently 
have had several close calls, 
with a  boat  overturning 
attempting a bar crossing 
and a group of swimmers 
getting into difficulties at 
North End’s beach. Thankfully 

both incidents were resolved 
with no loss of life but not 
entirely without trauma and 
hospitalisation.  
	 The consensus of advice is 
we need to take greater care 
near water, even treating it 
with suspicion. Dangerous 
changes in beach conditions 
a re  o f te n  u n s e e n ,  w i t h 
weather events causing big 
drop-offs and changes in 
current. In lakes and rivers, 
va r i a b l e  l e v e l s  m ay  b e 

different concealing debris 
in the water and holes. The 
point taken is, we cannot rely 
on things always being as we 
have known them.
	 As if natural dangers aren’t 
enough to deal with, the 
sabotage of safety advice 
needs to be acknowledged! 
The new pontoon in Tairua 
has been vandalised recently, 
with the steel warning signs 
not to dive from it being 
prised from it. This is alarming 
as the risk of serious injury 
from diving into shal low 
water is high! 

	 Replacement signage is 
being manufactured and will 
be reattached but meanwhile 
vigilance by users is vital. No 
one wants to see permanent 
i n j u r y  r e s u l t i n g  f r o m 
something that is a wonderful 
summertime addition to our 
water play options!
	 W a t e r  a n d  s u m m e r 
g o  t o g e t h e r,  n a t u ra l l y ! 
Preparedness is the key. Learn 
how to swim, learn about 
water safety, look out for 
warning signs and thoroughly 
assess the risks you face! If in 
doubt, stay out! Take care.
